Risk Factors for HBV if individuals:

v + Share injection needles/syringes and equipment

u + Have sexual intercourse with an infected person or with more than one partner
M * Are a man and have sex with a man

u + Work where they come in contact with blood or body fluids, such as in a health care setting, prison, etc.

u + Usethe personal care items (razors, toothbrushes) of an infected person

u + Are on kidney dialysis

« Were born in China, Southeast Asia, Africa, the Pacific Islands, the Middle East, South America and Alaska
+ Receive a tattoo or body piercing with equipment contaminated with the blood of someone infected with HEBV

+ share toothbrushes, razors, nose clippers or other personal care items that may come in contact with blood

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There is no vaccine to prevent HCV infection. The
following steps can protect against HCV infection:

Follow universal and standard precautions to
avoid contact with blood or accidental needle-
sticks.

Refrain from acquiring tattoos or skin piercings
outside of a legitimate business that practices
universal precautions.

Refrain from any type of injection drug use or drug
equipment-sharing.

Never share toothbrushes, razors, nail clippers or
other personal care items.

Cover cuts or sores on the skin.

Persons who are HCV-infected may lower the
small risk of passing HCV to their sex partner by
using latex condoms and practicing safer sex.

Women who are HCV-infected and wish to have
children should discuss their choices beforehand
with a medical specialist.

People with HCV should not donate blood, semen
or body organs.
